Teresa’s Tips for Teaching

Students with Visual Impairments

1. When lecturing, make sure to read or say what you are writing on the chalkboard or overhead at all times.

2. When possible, give VI student a copy of overhead, be sure and number page and tell which number you are solving. Example: Teacher using overhead of homework assignment, give student a numbered copy and say, “look at problem 5 with me.”

3. Set student closest to where you lecture and use the board/overhead.

4. If possible, either have student or partner write examples down for VI student to solve along with you.

5. Make desk size copies of useful charts in the classroom.

6. If student uses a CCTV device, for testing purposes position CCTV where the other students can not copy. 

7. When working with heading – or setting up a page in a particular manner – if student using CCTV, do not make VI student center titles and number page to the right side of page.

8. Allow CCTV using student to number down the page in a single column either turning over the page OR getting a new sheet of paper.
